What is the “Energy Efficiency for Industrial Productivity Program” (The Program)?

The USAID Energy Sector Support Activity designed the Program to engage the industrial sector in the
energy efficiency journey to enhance its productivity. The Program offers direct technical assistance to
Jordan's industries and collaborates with other development partners and stakeholders to enable a
market-driven, scalable adoption of energy efficiency (EE).

The Program’s initial focus will be on three industrial sub-sectors based on scalability, energy intensity,
export capacity, social impact, and EE potential.

Selection Criteria:
To join the Program, the industrial facility should meet the following requirements:

o Legally registered with the Ministry of Industry, Trade and Supply.

e Falls within the targeted sub-sectors.

o Falls within the classification of small and medium-sized companies (20-250 employees).
e Able to provide audited tax clearance (upon request).

e Able to provide audited financial reports for the last 3 years (upon request).

Targeted Industries:

The Program will be implemented through several cycles over the 2023-2027 period. Currently the
Program is targeting the following industrial subsectors:

@ Engineering, electrical, and information technology industries
